Natural Organic Forms 
Each project requires a sketchbook 

75% of GCSE art is on the course work your sketchbook is an important part of this so the quality of your drawings must be as equally good as your work on your A2 sheets. 

Your sketchbook must contain evidence of: 

· Observational drawing – drawings from life

· Research of artists' works – drawings and written analysis of different artists’ 

· Explanations of how your work is influenced by different artists’ work

· Experimentation of different media – use of materials 

· Development of your ideas into a final piece

Try and make your sketchbook look interesting and exciting by:
· Experiment with the way you draw your images – do some over two pages 

· Stick tissue paper, newspaper or coloured paper onto your page and then draw your picture on it 

· Paint a light coloured background first and then draw on top of this 

· Cut around the edges of some of your drawings to change the shape and edges of your sketchbook

	Produce a minimum of 5 thumb nail sketches with arrows and annotations experimenting with different compositions
	
	

	Design your Plan sheets. 

3 large scale plans sheets using the work from the artists who have inspired you and observational drawings and development work.  Explain your layout, show examples different media you will use

e.g. tonal, oil pastel, mud rock, silk painting, printing, batik, acrylic etc
